New Science Rooms and Generator

Proposal for Renovating Science Rooms —
Public Vote on January 16, 2025

| am writing to inform you about a proposed
building project to renovate our science
classrooms, which were originally constructed in
1965—nearly 60 years ago. These classrooms
are long overdue for an update. The renovation
will provide a more modern, academically
conducive environment for our students and
enhance the space's safety and functionality.

In addition to the classroom renovations, we
propose installing an emergency generator for
the school. As a designated Red Cross
emergency location, we must be able to
generate emergency power in the event of a
local outage. Over the last several years, we
have seen the increasing importance of facilities
like ours in supporting the community during
emergencies. The Red Cross has identified our
building as an ideal site due to our amenities,
including an industrial kitchen and dining area,
large spaces for emergency housing, and
smaller areas suitable for emergency operations.

The estimated cost of this renovation/
emergency generator project is $3 million.
